The September 13th State Primary Election will be held at 
Citizens Hall from 8am-7pm.  Absentee ballots for the 
September State Primary are available if the registered voter is 
unable to get to the polling place during that time period.    
 
The Supervisors of the Checklist will be available on Tuesday 
September 6th at Citizens’ Hall from 7-730pm for additions and 
corrections to the Checklist.  
 
Any resident who is not a registered voter can register to vote 
up till September 6th with the Town Clerk.  Proof of residency 
and picture ID are required.  After September 6th Voters may 
register to vote at the polls.  
 
The November 8th State and Presidential Elections will be held 
at Citizens’ Hall from 8am-7pm.
