After walking around the common, it was decided the historic marker should be placed on the town-owned part of the common across the tracks from the foundations of the railroad station.

The sign is to be 24 inches by 30 inches and supported by two four-by-four inch posts. The shape will be rectangular with a small dome at the top for the town seal. Color will be black lettering on an off-white background.

Wally will see to setting the posts.

Bob expressed a preference for a smaller sign, but agreed to the larger one.

Stephanie will edit the wording to about 75 words on each side: one side with the history of the village, the other with the history of the railroad station. “Lyndeborough Heritage Commission” to be on the bottom.

The signs will be made by Ould Colony Artisans of Farmington, Maine, the company which made similar signs for the Wilton Heritage Commission. Jessie will make the arrangements.

It is hoped that everything will be in place in September.
